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This course prepares teachers to teach English as a second 
language in American public schools. It covers both 
theoretical and applied aspects of language learning and 
teaching. The course provides general and special educa-
tors  and  second  language  specialists  with  techniques, 
activities, strategies and resources to plan instruction for 
English language learners (ELLs). Oral language develop-
ment,  literacy,  and  content-area  instruction  are 
emphasized for teaching K-12 students. The goal of 
this class is to introduce teachers to the teaching 
of English as a second language not only for 
linguistic development, but  for  cogni-
tive,  academic,  and  social 
development as well.
